Directionsto Quaker House - Geneva
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Quaker House 13, avenue du Mervelet, Genéve

Coming by bus:
From Place des Nations:

Take bus No. 14. Get off at the stop called “Mervelet”. Turn left as you get off the bus
and walk about 100m to Avenue du Mervelet, which isthe first turning on the right.
Note: Bus 14 only runs three times an hour. The bus ride takes about 6 minutes. Enter

by the (second) single gate labeled No. 13 for smaller meetings or the double gates that
you meet first (for larger meetings).

Coming by car:

Quaker House is located between Petit Saconnex and Route de Meyrin, just off Avenue
du Bouchet. If travelling from the UN, pass through Petit Saconnex (keep the Café du
Soleil on your right), past the International Federation of Red Cross/Red Crescent
Societies (on your left), to the first set of traffic lights just beyond the Federation.
Avenue du Mervelet isthe first right after that intersection. Quaker House is on the left
side of the road about 200 meters up (2d house past Chemin Ch. Georg). Please note
that thereisblue zone parking in thisarea. This meansthat on working days, thereis
aone hour parking restriction from 8am to 11.30am, and 1.30pm to 6pm. On evenings,
weekends and public holidays, there are no time restrictions.
